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EDITORIAL
On the relationship tourism-education

Whereas the main objective of school is to learn to use knowledge, acquire an
interesting profession, become a responsible citizen, express oneself and communicate
in social settings, during free time a person can educate even better to make good use of
his time, stay fit, be creative and pragmatic, make friendships and value solidarity and
know those things that are important in life.

Tourism, defined as the action of moving to know and let others know ourselves during
rest time, recreation and creation, is an educational activity. Whatever the role the
person takes in the activity of knowing, either knowing or known subject, or whatever
role they play within tourism as host or guest, these are inclusive roles in the attribute
of being a person and sharing time and space.

Tourism is sustained in nature and culture, it is practiced by an individual within a social
context, and it allows him to face the knowledge acquired with experiential knowledge.
1t allows the tourist to know by immersing him in life, nature and society, sometimes by
means of a tour, other times in spite of the tour, of institutionalized tourism.

Our territory, landscape and scenery constitute our country and define us as hosts,
important destination and appreciative of others, whereas other territories, their
landscape and scenery, constitute their country, destination for our attention and
appreciation and define us as guests, in a vital and creative alternative when defining
our position of inhabitant or visitor.

Being like this, to be a host implies networking and therefore we need to know our
identity, our country, culture, landscapes and scenery. If it is like that, being a guest
implies being ready to know and as a result we need to know what is different, since
knowing a foreign country is knowing our country.

DBypically, education imposes on us knowing to know, inhabit and visit, making out of
nature and culture destinations of our attention and understanding, and making of the
other an object of our respect and appreciation.

If movility is a sing of our times, even when transfer is necessary, and if tourism is
moving voluntarily so as to visit, to know yourself, to rest, recreate and create yourself,

tourism entitles a personal and social activity that implies a responsibility.

Being a tourist on a personal level admits spontaneity, whereas promoting touristic
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activity means to guide the flows generated, in its transit, activity and rest, therefore to
produce conditions for its better exercise and to provide access and activities that allow
for satisfying the expectations generated.

From the above said result the disciplines of knowing and doing that contribute to create
the use and enjoyment of time in tourism, so as to make it feasible and make it possible
in a responsible way, which is a guarantee for a more relaxed rest, a more enjoyable
recreation and a more genuine creation. To that aim it is important to educate, forming
people to contribute towards enjoying and creating, through knowledge and action even
during our free time, which allows for a time of options.

To generate in the student a restless and inquisitive tourist, a human being in connection
with nature and culture, the person and society, is the characteristic and aim of the
interaction between tourism and education and between education and tourism. Even
more, it allows the acquisition of the necessary knowledge for new spaces in new times,
those that the future will provide.
